The course of childhood development is often irregular, and some children are at risk of missing some developmental milestones, and may not fully develop every sense of perception unless guided appropriately.  Often these children are diagnosed with labels such as Autism, Asbergers, PDD, Retts Syndrome, etc.  Issues with behaviour are also labeled as Attention Deficit Disorder (ADD) or Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD).  The purpose of the Childhood Developmental / Behavioural Assessment is to determine, in a non-stressful, yet directed approach, what are the child's 'blocks' in terms of their physical, emotional, cognitive, and social levels of development and behavour.  A holistic, team-approach is used, incorporating naturopathic assessment, and sensory integration remedial assessments.  First, extensive interviews with the parents are conducted.  Second, specialized laboratory tests are done on samples from the child.  Third, physical examination and play-based observation sessions are carried out with the child.  In some cases, consultation with the child’s teachers or physicians is necessary.  In the end, a Comprehensive Intervention Plan is developed that can include nutritional and herbal supplements, homeopathic and osteopathic treatments, on-site movement sessions and art therapies, and at-home and at-school activities/suggestions to facilitate the child to take the next steps of development.  The individual needs of each child forms the foundation of the recommendations that evolve from the tests and observation sessions.  The goal is to remove any hindrances so that each child may reach their full potential.
